III. Chair’s Statement 

 
IV. Director’s Report 

 
ACS Assistant Director, Brad Davenport, discussed upcoming ACS events to include the 
following: 

1. ACS’ first “Paw”-changa event to be held at ACS. The event is aimed at providing 
the community with a fun and exciting day at ACS, complete with vendors, food 
trucks, and activities. 

2. Community food distribution event put together through a partnership between 
ACS, Chewy, and the Humane Society of the United States (HSUS). 

 
V. Public Comment 

a. Bill White of District 3 discussed materials being made available for public 
awareness. He stated that San Antonio’s animal welfare problems are an “all-hands 
on deck” situation. He encouraged everyone to ask their elected officials to speak up 
on these topics. 

b. Vicki Steerman of District 7 read an e-mail to City Manager, Erik Walsh, regarding 
hiring for the new ACS Director. She emphasized the importance of being familiar 



with the culture and community that ACS operates in, and how animals are currently 
viewed by residents within the community. She discussed issues with State laws as it 
relates to animal ownership and how it causes issues for ACS within the legal system. 
She mentioned her frustrations with San Antonio Municipal Courts and how certain 
dangerous dog cases are handled, as well as discrepancies between fines issued and 
fines collected. 

c. Jackie Fonseca of District 1 discussed an increase of roaming dogs in her district due 
to recent weather. She discussed that she observed another citizen dumping a dog at 
that by the time ACS showed up, the dog had gone missing. She talked about how 
education is needed in the community. She asked ACS to stop with euthanasia and to 
partner-up with more rescues and transports. 

d. John Bachman of District 3 urged the ACS Advisory Board to take more interest in 
overseeing ACS operations. He discussed that almost all partners on the ACS 
Advisory Board Contracts Performance Report are not meeting their goals. He 
discussed statistical analysis and that while adoption numbers are up, they’re not good 
enough to meet the annual goals.

They 
have to run multiple cycles a day to support high volume which is takes away from the efficiency. The staff also 
stated that they are struggling with power supply. The autoclaves and laundry machine are on the same 
breaker and they are frequently tripping. They are unable to move any of the autoclaves are the only other 
option is in the middle of the recovery and wellness set up. The staff is having to come up with clever work 
arounds. The sink near the refrigerator is being covered up and used as a make shift office. This teams needs 
a better footprint. These issues should be considered for the upcoming high volume spay/neuter locations 
being developed.
